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What are some notable experiences you have had?

Every now and then the interns get left out of something by mistake but otherwise,
communication flows smooth and freely. After getting to know people better, I feel more
comfortable going up to people or to their office to ask questions.

I can become more involved in the success of my company by making my self more available to
help everyone in the office, and ask to tag along on site visits and meetings when I think they would
be beneficial to me.

I think some new difficulties included personal preparedness for small scale site visits. If I
need to check out a classroom, sometimes we would just show up and the door would be locked so in
the future I need to be better about planning for this in advance by notifying the right people that I
will need room access.

when we do. I think we are just waiting for Interior finish samples to come in the mail.
